For obtaining materials outside this core 
literature there is an Australia wide and 
world wide system known as Inter-Library 
Loan (ILL). The general principles of the 
system are contained in the Inter-Library 
Loan Code produced by the Australian 
Advisory Council on Bibliographical 
Services (AACOBS). reproduced in this 
Manual.

This Manual outlines clearly all aspects 
of the ILL procedure and will form an 
invaluable tool to all libraries.
