D epartm ent o f In form ation , Studies at U n i­
ve rs ity  o f T e ch n o lo g y , Syd ney , has been 
aw ard ed  the 1996 M argaret M c K in le y  M e ­
m oria l S tudent S cho la rsh ip  com p etit io n  
sponsored by the Los Angeles Chapter of the 
A m erican  So c ie ty  for Inform ation Sc ience .

The aw ard  is in honour of the late M a r ­
garet M cK in le y  w h o  w as head of the U n iv e r ­
sity Research  L ib ra ry  at the U n iv e rs ity  of 
C a lifo rn ia , Los A nge les. This com p etit io n , 
estab lished  in 1952, w as designed  to e n ­
courage students w h o  are m em bers of A S IS  
to further their professional deve lopm ent by 
attending the annual conference in the U SA .

Karen , w h o  is M an ag e r of In fo rm ation  
Se rv ice s  at C o rp o ra te  D ec is io ns  Ex ecu tive  
In form ation  Research , Sydney, presented a 
subm ission based on the benefits o f p artic i­
pation in the activ ities  o f professional so c i­
eties. In her subm ission, she spoke of A u s ­
tralia as a 'geographically isolated infocosm ', 
and saw  her need to d eve lop  a com parative  
understanding of international issues such as 
inform ation dem ocracy, freedom of inform a­
tion , in fo rm ation  p riva cy , and inform ation  
po licy .

Karen 's prize includes re-imbursement of 
U S  $1000 to attend the annual m eeting of 
the Am erican  Soc ie ty  of Information Sc ience  
in Ba ltim ore , M a ry lan d  in O cto b er 1996, as 
w e ll as one year's  m em bersh ip  of A S IS  and 
a years subscrip tion  to the J o u r n a l o f  th e

It has a d iverse  m em ber­
ship representing a broad array of profession­
als w o rk in g  in the frontiers o f inform ation  
sc ien ce  and techno logy . M em bers w o rk  in 
such fie lds as com p uter sc ien ce , librarian- 
ship, m anagem ent, eng ineering , chem istry, 
linguistics and education . Research activities 
o f the A sso c ia tio n  focus on the search  for 
n ew  and  better theories, techn iques and 
techno log ies to im prove access to inform a­
tion through storage and retrieval advances. 
The Association also contributes to determ in­
ing n ew  d irections and standards for the de­
ve lop m ent of inform ation po lic ies  and p rac ­
tices. ■
