Treasures and curios 
of the AGAL Library
T he Australian Government Analytical Lab­

oratories (AGAL) has its roots in colonial 
times when it was part of customs admin­

istrations. In those days it had such interesting 
tasks as the measurement of the alcohol content 
of spirits entering the colonies so that the ap­
propriate amount of revenue could be collected. 
Over the years, the AGAL library has acquired 
photos and other ephemera which document 
AGAL's work and history. Inspired by the National 
Library's 'Treasures' display, the AGAL librarians 
decided to exhibit its own library treasures and 
promoted Library and Information Week with a 
'Treasures and curios of the library' display.

On display were chemistry books dating 
back to the early 1900s ,  historic photos of the 
laboratories and pictures of former AGAL staff 
sporting handlebar moustaches!
