FEDERAL AID ROADS.

No. 22 of 1931.

An Act to authorize the Execution by the
Commonwealth of Agreements between the
Commonwealth and the States in relation to
the Construction, Re-construction, Main-
tenance or Repair of Roads, and to make
provision for the carrying out thereof.

[Assented to 7th August, 1931.]

HEREAS it is expedient to provide for financial assistance
to the several States for the purpose of the construction,
re-construction, maintenance or repair of roads:

BE 1t therefere enacted by the King’s Most Ixcellent Majesty,
the Senate, and the House of Representatives of the Common-
wealth of Australia, for the purpose of appropriating the grant
originated in the House of Representatives, as follows :—

1. This Act may be cited as the Federel Aid Roads Act 1931,

2.—(1.) The execution, by or on behalf of the Commonwealth, of
agreemnents in the form contained in the Schedule to this Act,
between the Commonweaith and each State of the Commonwealth is
hereby authorized.

(2.) The authority conferred by this section shall include authority
for the execution of any agreement in the form contained in the
Schedule executed before the commencement of this section.

3. There shall be payable out of the Consolidated Revenne Fund,
which is hereby appropriated accordingly, into the Trust Account
established by section three of the Federal Aid Roads Act 1926, such
amount as is necessary for the purposes of each agreement executed
by the Commonwealth in pursuance of this Act.
