An Act to amend the Post and Telegraph Rates 
Act 1902-1931. 

[Assented to 31st May, 1940.J 

BE it enacted by the King's Most Excellent Majesty, the 
. Senate, and the House of Representatives of the Common­

wealth of Australia, as follows:-

1.-(1.) This Act may be cited as the Post and Telegraph 
Rates Act 1940. 

(2.) The Post and l 'eleg,raph Rates Act 1902:-1931* is in this 
Act referred to as the Principal Act. 

(3.) The Principal Act, as amended by this Act, may be cited 
as the Post and Telegraph Rates Act 1902-1940. 

2. This Act shall come into operation on a date to be fixed 
by Proclamation.
