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To amend the law with respect to the dis­
charge from custody of judgment debtors

and for purposes connected therewith.

12a. In any action for defamation the contempt of 
plaintiff shall he guilty of contempt of court,oourfc- 
if at the time of issuing the writ or summons, 
or other process by which the action is com­
menced, he does not intend to proceed to trial, 
and the fact that the plaintiff has discontinued 
the action or withdrawn the record, or that the 
defendant has signed judgment against the 
plaintiff for want of prosecution, or that by 
reason of the failure of the plaintiff to appear 
at the trial the action has been struck out or 
a non-suit has been granted, or a verdict has 
been entered for the defendant, shall be prima 
facie evidence of the contempt.

Where no pleadings or particulars have been 
filed by the plaintiff in the action, an affidavit 
by the defendant or his solicitor of his belief 
that the action was commenced for an alleged 
defamation shall be prima facie evidence that 
the action is an action for defamation within 
the meaning of this section.
