
Act No. 23, 1909. 

An Act to divest the Metropoli tan Board of 
Water Supply and Sewerage of certain lands, 
to vest them in the borough of Paddington 
for the purpose of cons t ruc t ing and opening 
certain public ways ; and for o ther purposes 
consequent thereon or incidental there to . 
[20th December, 1909.] 

BE it enacted by the K i n g ' s Most Excel len t Majesty , by and wi th 
the advice and consent of t he Legislat ive Council and Legis la t ive 

Assembly of New South Wales in Par l i ament assembled, and by the 
au thor i ty of the same, as follows :— 

1. Tins A c t m a y be cited as t he " Padd ing ton Streets Ex tens ion 
Act , 190!)." 

2 . The Met ropo l i t an Hoard of W a t e r Supply and Sewerage is 
hereby divested of the lands described in t he Schedule here to , and the 
said lands are vested in the borough of Padd ing ton , subject to the 
following conditions :— 

(a) The council of the said borough shall , wi th in six mon ths after 
the commencemen t of this Act , cons t ruct and open for traffic 
a publ ic way on the said land.

(b) F o r the purpose of ma in ta in ing , al ter ing, repair ing, and 
cons t ruc t ing any works of t h e Crown or of the Met ropol i tan 
h o a r d of W a t e r Supply and Sewerage on or unde r the said 
lands , t he Crown and the Cons t ruc t ing A u t h o r i t y for such 
works and the said board shall , u n t i l the publ ic way is opened 
on such lands, have the same powers, and in the exercise of 
such powers shall be subject to the same liabilities, as if t he 
said lands were streets. 

3 . The a m o u n t of t he un improved va lue of t h e land so vested, 
as es t imated by the Secretary for Pub l ic W o r k s , shal l be credited to 
the said board in the accounts kep t in the Treasury . 

S C H E D U L E . 

A L L t h a t piece or parcel of land extending from Neild-avenue to Stephen-s t reet , 
Padding ton , in the parish of Alexandr ia , county of Cumber land , and S ta te of N e w 
South Wales , containing an area of 2 roods 8 1/2 perches, and forming pa r t of the land 
resumed for sewerage purposes by Gazet te notice of the 8 t h Apr i l , 1881, a n d 21st 
October, 1881 : Commencing a t a point on a north-eastern boundary of t he land 
resumed as before mentioned, being the nor thern corner of an area of 18 and 3/10 perches, 
vested in the borough of Padd ing ton under the Padd ing ton St ree ts Extens ion Act , 1 9 0 0 , 
and bounded on the north-east by par t of tha t north-eastern boundary and its nor th­
westerly prolongation to Neild-avenue, being a line bearing north 63 degrees 27 minu tes 
west 3 chains 15 l inks ; thence on the north-west by the south-eastern side of Neild-
avenue before mentioned bear ing south 49 degrees 54 minutes west 1 chain 66 and 1/5 
l inks to a south-western boundary of said sewerage resumption ; thence on the south-west 
by t h a t south-western boundary bear ing south 63 degrees 27 minutes east 4 chains 10 1/2 
l inks to the western corner of the 18 and perches before mentioned ; and thence on 
south east by the nor th-western boundary of t ha t 18 and 3/10 perches bear ing n o r th 
1 5 degrees 28 minutes east 1 chain 55.V l inks,—to the point of commencement , as shown 
on plan catalogued .Ms. 3,137 Sy. in the Depar tment of Lands.
