
STAMP DUTIES (AMENDMENT) ACT. 

Act No. 17, 1954. 

An Act to enable Deputy Commissioners of 
Stamp duties to be appointed; for this 
purpose to amend the Stamp Duties Act, 
1920-1952 ; and for purposes connected 
therewith. [Assented to, 20th April, 1954.] 

BE it enacted by the Queen's Most Excellent Majesty, 
by and with the advice and consent of the Legis­

lative Council and Legislative Assembly of New South 
Wales in Parliament assembled, and by the authority of 
the same, as follows:— 

1 . (1) This Act may be cited as the "S tamp Duties 
(Amendment) Act, 1954". 

(2) The Stamp Duties Act, 1920, as amended by 
subsequent Acts and by this Act, may be cited as the 
Stamp Duties Act, 1920-1954. 

2 . The Stamp Duties Act, 1920-1952, is amended— 

(a) by inserting in section three at the end of the 
definition of "Commissioner" the words "and 
a Deputy Commissioner":

(b) by inserting next after paragraph (b) of section 
eight the following new paragraph:— 

(bl) such Deputy Commissioners of Stamp 
Duties as he deems necessary, each of 
whom shall perform such duties and 
exercise such powers as the Governor 
may prescribe; and also.
