The Order made by the Commissioner of the State Emergency Service under the State Emergency
and Rescue Management Act 1989, section 60D on 6 October 2022 is revoked.

This Order remains in force from the date the Order is published on the NSW legislation website
until the end of 14 October 2022, unless sooner revoked.
