BE it ordained by the Legislative Council for the Northern 
Territory of Australia as follows:-

1.-( 1.) This Ordinance may be cited as the Crown Lands ~~d~i~:!:ion 
Ordinance (No. 5) 1970. 

(2.) The Crown Lands Ordinance 1931-1969 as amended 
by the Crown Lands Ordinance 1970, the Crown Lands Ordi­
nance (No. 2) 1970, the Crown Lands Ordinance (No. 3) 1970 
and the Crown Lands Ordinance (No. 4) 1970 is in this Ordi­
nance referred to as the Principal Ordinance. 

(3.) Section 1 of the Crown Lands Ordinance (No. 4) 
1970 is amended by omitting sub-section (4.). 

( 4.) The Principal Ordinance as amended by this Ordi­
nance may be cited as the Crown Lands Ordinance 1931-1970.

"( b) its recommendation-

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(iv) that a lease be granted to the applicant of ! 

part of the land the subject of the ap­
plication together with other land; or 

(v) that a lease be granted to the applicant of, 
land not described in the application; 
and 

(vi) that specified covenants and conditions be 
contained in a lease the grant of which 
is recommended.".
