An Act to amend the Acts Interpretation Act, 1915.

The Parliament of South Australia enacts as follows:

Short title
1. (1) This Act may be cited as the Acts Interpretation Act Amendment Act (No. 3), 1988.

(2) The Acts Interpretation Act, 1915, is in this Act referred to as “the principal Act”.

Commencement of Acts

2. Section 7 of the principal Act is amended by inserting after subsection (2) the following
subsections:

(3) Where an Act provides that the Act or provisions of the Act will come into
operation on a day to be fixed by proclamation, then, unless the contrary intention
appears, the Governor may by proclamation—

(a) fix a day for the Act or provisions to come into operation;
(b) fix different days for different provisions of the Act to come into operation;

(c) suspend the operation of specified provisions of the Act until a day or days
to be fixed by subsequent proclamation or proclamations.

(4) For the purposes of subsection (3), a reference to a provision of an Act extends
to— )

(a) a part of a provision;
(b) a provision to be inserted into another Act by the Act.
