An Act to amend the Licensing Act, 1932-1963.
[Assented to 5th November, 1964.)

BE IT ENACTED by the Governor of the State of South
Australia, with the advice and consent of the Parliament
thereof, as follows:—

1. (1) This Act may be cited as the “Licensing Act Amend-
ment Act. 1964”.

(2) The Licensing Act, 1932-1963, as amended by this Act,
may be cited as the ‘“Licensing Act, 1932-1964".

(3) The Licensing Act, 1932-1963, is hereinafter referred to
as “the principal Act” .~

2. This Act is incorporated with the principal Act and that
Act and this Act shall be read as one Act.

3. Section 85 of the principal Act is amended by inserting
therein after subsection (5) thereof the following subsection :—

(6) Any licence other than a publican’s licence granted
or issued prior to the fifteenth day of November, one
thousand nine hundred and thirty-two, to a company
incorporated in the United Kingdom or Australia and
registered in the State as a foreign company pursuant to
Division IIT of Part XTI of the Companies Act, 1962, shall
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be deemed to be and to bave been a valid licence if the
only ground of objection to such licence is or was that it
was issued or granted to a company not incorporated under
the laws of the State and any such company may hold any
such licence notwithstanding that it is not incorporated
ander the laws of the State.
