An Act to amend the Shearers Accommodation Act, 1975. 

[Assented to 7th December, 1978] 

BE IT ENACTED by the Governor of the State of South Australia, with 
the advice and consent of the Parliament thereof, as follows: 

Short titlee. 1. (1) This Act may be cited as the "Shearers Accommodation Act 
Amendment Act, 1978". 

(2) The Shearers Accommodation Act, 1975, is hereinafter referred to as 
"the principal Act" . 

(3) The principal Act, as amended by this Act, may be cited as 
the "Shearers Accommodation Act, 1975-1978". 

2. Section 8 of the principal Act is amended-

(a) by inserting after subsection (2) the following subsection:-

and 

(2a) An inspector may, in the course of an inspection 
under this section- -

(a) examine any building or object; 

(b) after informing the owner or occupier of the land 
on which he is carrying out the inspection of 
his intention to do so, photograph any building 
or object relevant to the inspection; 

(c) require any person to answer any question put to 
him by the inspector; 

(b) by striking out subsection (5) and inserting in lieu thereof the 
following subsections:-

(5) A person who obstructs an inspector acting in the 
exercise of powers conferred by this section shall be guilty of 
an offence and liable to a penalty not exceeding two hundred 
dollars. 
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(6) Subject to subsection (7) of this section, a person who 
refuses or fails to answer any question to the best of his know­
ledge, information and belief when required to do so in pur­
suance of this section shall be guilty of an offence and liable to a 
penalty not exceeding two hundred dollars. 

(7) A person is not obliged to answer a question put to 
him under this section if the answer to the question would 
tend to incriminate him of an offence. .
