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2 The Principal Act is amended by inserting after section 
sixteen the following new section-

"16A-(1) No person shall light, or cause or permit any 
other person to light, any fire for the purpose of burning any 
scrub, forest, or dry vegetation, on any land situated within 
one-quarter of a mile of any plantation except in accordance 
with a permit issued for that purpose under section five: 

Penalty: Fifty pounds. 
(2) In this section 'plantation' means any area or tract 

of land owned or occupied by or on behalf of the State, upon 
which trees have been planted by the Forestry Department 
under the provisions of the Forestry Act 1920.*".
