of this State relating to the Constitation.
[14 January, 1935. ]

i‘ HEREAS by an Act of Council intituled an Act to establish
a Parliament in Van Diemen’s Land and to grant o Civil List to
Her Majesty (known as the Constitutional Act and later as the
Constitution Act) passed iu the eighteenth year of the reign of Her
" Majesty Queen Victoria by the Governor and Legislative Council of
the Colony of Van Diemen’s Land in pursuance of the prov1510ns of
an Imperial Act called the Australian Constitution Act 1850, it was
enacted for the purpose of securing the peace, welfare, and good
government of the said Colony that in place of the said Legislative
Council there should be one Legislative Council and one House of
Assembly, constituted as therein provided, which should exercise all
the powers and functions of the then existing Legislative Council, and
that the Governor and Legislative Council and House of Assembly
together should be called the Parliament of Van Diemen’s Land :

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AxD wHERFAs by force of the Commonwenlth of Australia Constitu-
tion Act 1900 the said Colony on the establishment of the said Com-
monwealth was constituted and became a State of the Commonwealth
of Australia :

AnD wHEREAS many of the provisions of the Constitution Act have
been repealed or replaced and numerous amendments have been made
therein and it is desirable to make certain other amendments therein
and that the said Act and its amendments should be consolidated in
one Act: ‘

Be it enacted by His Excellency the Governor of Tasmania,
by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and
House of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows : —

PART 1.
PRELIMINARY.
1 This Act may be cited as the Constitution Act 1934.

2 The enactments enumerated in the first schedule are hereby
repealed to the extent therein indicated.

3 In this Act unless the contrary intention appears—

“ Assembly ” means the House of Assembly of the Parliament
of Tasmania :

“ Council ”’ means the Legislative Council of the Parliament of
Tasmania :

*“ House ”’ means such one of the two Houses of Parliament as
the context indicates :

“ Parliament ” means the Parliament of Tasmania constituted
as provided by this Act.

PART Il
THE CROWN,
4 The Legislative Council and House of Assembly of Tasmania in
being at any tuture demise of the Crown shall not be determined or
dissolved by such demise, but, subject to the provisions of this Act,

shall continue so long as they would have continued respectively but
for such demise.

5 Any future demise of the Crown shall not affect anything done
in this State before the day whereon the Governor, by his proclama-
tion, lias notified such demise, and all things done within this State at
any time after such demise, but before the day of the publication of
the Gazette containing such proclamation, and which but for this Act
might be affected by such demise, shall have the same effect and be of
the same force as if no such demise had happened,
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6 Every commission, warrant, or other authority for the exercise
of any office or employment of any kind or nature within the State
issued or exercised by the Governor in Council, or the Goveruor, or
by any other person in the name and on behalf of His Majesty in
virtue of his office, or under the authority of any Act of the Imperial
Parliament, or of the Parliament of the Commonwealth, or of the
Parliament of Tasmania, or of any rules or regulations made there-
under respectively, shall continue in full force notwithstanding any
fature demise of the Crown until duly revoked or cancelled, and
shall be of the same effect as if no such demise had happened ; any-
thing contained in an Act of the Imperial Parliament passed in the
first year of His late Majesty King William the Fourth, chapter four,
to the contrary notwithstanding.

7—(1) No action, suit, or other process or proceeding, civil or
criminal, in or to which His Majesty shall be a party, or which shall
have been commenced or carried on in His name or by His authority,
shall, by reason of His demise, abate. discontinue, or be in any manner
affected ; but every such action, suit, process, or proceeding shall and
may be carried on, enforced, or otherwise completed or acted on in
the name of His successor, and as if such demise had not happened.

(2) All contracts of every kind lawfully entered into by or on
behalf of His Majesty with any person, body, or authority, and all
benefit and advantage thereof, and all liability in respect thereof, shall
respectively attach and belong to the heirs and successors of His
Majesty, although they be not expressly named in any such contract.

8— (1) In this section “the said letters patent” means the letters
patent under the great seal of the United Kingdom bearing date the
twenty-ninth day of October, one thousand nine hundred, as amended
by the letters patent bearing date the thirty-first day of August. one
thousand nine hundred and twenty, and includes any letters patent
to be hereafter issued in amendment of or in substitution for the
same,

(2) Daring the temporary absence of the Governor trom the seat of
Government or from the State all the powers and authorities conferred
upon or vested in the Governor by any statutory or other law or usage
of the State, as well as the powers and authorities conferred upon or
vested in the Governor by the said letters patent, shall and may be
exercised, performed, and executed by the officer or person appointed
by the Governor to be his deputy during such absence, subject never-
theless to any terms or limitations expressed in the instrument appoint-
ing such deputy.

(8) During any period when the powers and authorities in the said
letters patent granted to the Governor are vested in the Lieuten-
ant-Governor or such other person or persons as is or are appointed
under Royal Sign Manual and Signet to administer the G vernment
~of the State, the provisions of subsection (2) hereof shall apply to
the person appointed to be the deputy of the Lieutenant-Governor, or
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- of such other person or persons appointed to administer the Govern-

ment as aforesaid, during his. temporary absence from the seat of
Government or from the State, subject nevertheless to any terms or

- limitarions expressed in the instrument appointing such deputy.

PARLIAMENT.

Division I.— Both Houses.

9—(1) The Legislative Council and House of Assembly as at
present constituted shall be continued under, and subject to, the

provisions of this Act.’
(2) Subject to the provisions of this Act all members of Parllament

“holding office at the passing of this Act shall continue so to do, and
‘every such member, or if he shall sooner vacate his office, the person.

if any, who is elected to fill his place, otherwise than at a periodical
election, shall retire at the time at which such member would have
retired by effluxion of time if this Act had not been passed.

10 The Governor and the Legislative Council and House of
Assembly shall together constitute the Parliament of Tasmania.

11 There shall be a session of Parliament once in every year S0
that a period of twelve months shall not intervene between the last.
sitting in one session and the first sitting in the next session. :

12—(1) The Governor shall fix the times and places for holding the
sessions of Parliament, and may alter or vary the same respectively as
he may think fit, giving due notice thereof.

(2) The Governor, by proclamation, may prorogue Parliament or
dissolve the Assembly whenever he shall deem it expedient so to do,
but shall not have power to dissolve the Council.

(3) The Governor shall call Parliament together for the despatch of :
business after every general election of members of the Assembly,
within ninety days after the dissolution of the Assembly, unless the..
Governor, by proclamation, shall extend the time for so doing hy -
such further period not exceeding thirty days as he may think
necessary.

(4) If any delay occurs in the return of any writ issued for the -
election of members of either House, and, in consequence of the non- .
return thereof, the number of members of such House is not complete
on the day for which Parliament is called together as aforesaid, such :
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House may nevertheless proceed to business if duly summoned for A.D. 1934.

that purpose so long as the deficiency in the number of members
thereby occasioned doeq not exceed two in the case of the Council or
four in the case of the Assembly.

13— (1) Where the sittings of both or either of the Houses shall
stand adjourned, and in the opinion of the Governor it is desirable
that Parliament shall be called together for the dispatch of business
before the expiration of such ddjournment the Governor by pro-
clamation may declare that Parliament shall meet on such day, not
being less than six days after the date of such proclamation, as may be
therein specified.

(2) Every order which shall have been made by either House and
appointed for the day to which such House was so adjourned, or for
any subsequent day, shall be deemed to have been appomted for the day
on which Parliament shall meet in pursuance of such proclamation,
but this provision shall not extend or apply to any such order that shall
have been specially appointed by such House for a particular day and
declared, notwithstanding any meeting of Parliament, to be so fixed,
or to any order made under any Act.

14—(1) Every person who is an elector, or qualified to become
an elector, for the House for election as a member of which he is
nominated, shall be capable of being elected as 2 member thereof if he—

t. Has been resident in Tasmania for a period of five years at
any one time, or for a period of two years immediately
- preceding the election at which he is a candidate : and
1. Is a subject of His Majesty, either—

(a) Natural-born ; or

(6) Naturalised for a period of not less than five years :
and
- ur If nominated for election as a member of the Legislative
" Council, is of the full age of thirty years—

unless he is disqualified as provided by this Act.
(2) No person who is of unsouud mind or is in prison under any

conviction shall be capable of being elected as a member of either

House or be entitled to vote at any election of members thereof.
(3) No person shall be capable of being a member of both Houses
at -th’e one time.

15 Any member of either House, by writing under his hand
addressed to the Governor, may resign his seat therein, and upon
receipt by the Governor of such resignation the seat of such member
shall become vacant.

16 Except as provided by the Electoral Act 1907 with respect to
disputed returns, whenever any question shall arise respecting any
vacancy in either House, the same shall be heard and determined by
such House itself.

———
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17— (1) Each House, as occasion may arise, shall prepare and
adopt such standing rules and orders as shall appear to it to be best
adapted for the orderlv conduct of the business of such House ; for the
mode in which such House shall confer, correspond, and communicate,
with the other House ; for the manner in which Bills shall be intro-
duced, passed, numbered, and intituled in such House ; for the proper
presentation of Bills to the Governor for His Majesty’s assent ; and
generally for the conduct of all business and proceedings of such House
and of both Houses collectively.

(2) All such rules and orders shall be laid before the Governor by
the House making them and, being approved by him, shall become
binding and of force.

Diwvision 1I.—The Council.

18 The Council shall be constituted ot eighteen members, and all’
future members thereof shall be elected, as provided Dby this Act, in
accordance with the provisions of the Electoral Act 1907, to represent
respectively the several Council Divisions set forth in the second
schedule in accordance with the provisions of that schedule.

19— (1) Every member of the Council subject to the provisions of
this Act shall hold office for six years.

(2) Periodical elections of members of the Council shall be held in-
every year.

(3) At everv such election three members shall retire and three
members shall be elected to fill the vacancies so created.

(4) In the event of a poll being required for any such election the
same shall be held on the Tuesday immediately following the first
Monday in the month of May.

(5) At any such election the retiring member if otherwise qualified
shall be eligible for re-election.

(6) If the seat of any member of the Council becomes vacant other-
wise than by effluxion of time the person elected to fill such vacancy
shall hold office only until the expiration of the period for which the
vacating member was elected.

(7) The members who shall retire at each periodical election shall be
those whose term of six years then expires.

20— (1) The Council shall not be competent to despatch any
business unless at least nine members thereof, including the President,
or the person chosen to preside in his absence, are present.

(2) All questions shall be decided by the majority of the votes of the
members present, exclusive of the President.

(3) In the event of an equality of votes the President or such
person as aforesaid shall have a casting vote.

21 —(1) Whenever the office of President becomes vacant by the
death, resignation, or removal from office of the President, the Council,
before proceeding to any other business, shall elect some other member
to be President thereof.
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(2) Whenever the President or the Chairman of Commiittees of the
Council retires by efluxion of time he shall continue to hold office until
the next meeting of Parliament unless he is not re-elected as a member.

(3) The election of President shall be notified to the Governor by a
deputation of the Council.

(4) The President if present shall preside at all meetings of the
Council, but in the event of his absence through leave granted to him
by the Council or through illness or any other unavoidable cause the
Council may choose some other member thereof to fill temporarily the
office and perform the duties of President during his absence.

Dwision I[1.—The Assembly.

292 The Assembly shall be constituted of thirty members, and all
future members thereof shall be elected, as provided by this Aet, in
accordance with the provisions of the Electoral Act 1907, to represent
respectively one of the Assembly Divisions set forth in the fourth
schedule, and each of such Divisions shall return six of such members.

23 Every Assembly hereafter to be summoned and chosen shall
continue for three years from the day of the return of the writs for the
general election at which the members thereof were elected and no
longer unless the same is sooner dissolved by the Governor.

24— (1, The Assembly, at its first meeting after a general election,
and before proceeding to the despatch of any other business,shall elect
one of its members to be Speaker thereof.

(2) Whenever the office of Speaker shall become vacant through
the death, resignation, or removal from office of the Speaker, the
Assembly shall elect some other member thereof to be Speaker.

(3) The election of the Speaker shall be notified to the Governor by
a deputation of the said House.

(4) In the event of a dissolution of the Assembly the Speaker and
the Chairman of Committees of the Assembly respectively shall hold
office until the election held in consequence of such dissolution and,
if he is re-elected at such election, until the next meeting of Parliament
but the Speaker shall not preside over any sitting of the Assembly
until he has been re-elected as Speaker

(5) The Speaker if present shall preside at ail sittings of the Assem-
bly but in case of his absence through leave of absence granted to him
by the Assembly or through illness or any other unavoidable cause the
Assembly may choose some other member to fill temporarily the office,
and perform the duties of, Speaker during his absence.

25—(1) The Assembly shall not be competent to despatch any
business unless at least twelve members thereof, including the Speaker
or the person chosen to preside in his absence, are present.

(2) All questions shall be decided by a majority of the votes of the
members present, exclusive of the Speaker,
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(3) In the event of an equahty of votes, the Speaker or such person
as aforesaid shall have a casting vote.

Division IV.— Electoral Divisions and Qualifications of Electors.

26—(1) For the purpose of returning members to serve in the
Council the State shall be divided into fifteen Electoral Divisions which
shall be severally designated by the names set forth in the second sche-
dule and each of which shall return the respective number of members
set opposite the name of such Division 1n that schedule.

(2) The respective boundaries of such Divisions are set forth in the
third schedule.

27—( 1 For the purpose of returning members to serve in
the Assembly, the State shall be divided into five Electoral
Divisions, the names whereof shall be Bass, Darwin, Denison, Frank-
lin, and Wilmot respectively, and each of such Divisions shall return six
members

(2) The respective boundaries of such Divisions are set forth in the
fourth schedule.

28—(1) Subject to the provisions of this Act, every person, male or
female, of the age of twenty-one years, who is a natural-bora or natural-
ised subject of His Majesty, and has been resident in the State for a
period of twelve months, shall be qualified to vote at the election of a
member to serve in the Council—

1. If he is the owner of a freehold estate in possession, legal or
equitable, within the Division for which his vote is to be
given, of the annual value of ten pounds, or is the occupier
of any property within the Division for which his vote is
to be given of the annual value of thirty pounds:

. If he possesses any of the following qualifications, and is resi-
dent in the Division for which his vote is to be given ; that
is to say if he is— '

(a) A graduate of any unnersny in the British Domin-
ions, or an associate of art of Tasmania

(2) Where any property is jointly owned or occupied by more persons
than one, each of such joint owners or occupiers whose share in such
property would, if separate, entitle him to vote under the provisions of
this section shall be entitled to be enrolled, in respect of such joint
ownership or ocenpancy, as an elector, and to vote at any election of
members to serve 1n the Council in the division in which such property
is situate.

A PROCLAMATION.

W HEREAS by virtue of the provisions of the Local Authorities Light-
ing Act, 1930, the Governor in Council is empowered, by proclamation,
to declare that certain Acts shall cease to have effect and be repealed
in certain cases: And whereas the undertaking of the Municipality of
Port Cygnet has been taken over by the Hydro-Electric Commission,
as provided by the said Act: Now therefore I, Sir ERNEST CLARK, Knight
Commander of the Most Honourable Order of the Bath, Commander of
the Most Excellent Grder of the British Empire, Governor in and over
the State of Tasmania and.its Dependencies, in the Commonwealth of
Australia, in Council, by virtue of the powers vested in me by the said
Act, do, by this my proclamation, declare that the several Acts enumer-
ated in the schedule to this proclamation shall cease to have effect, and
shall be repealed as from the publication hereof in the “ Gazette.”
