Commencement

2—This Act commences on the day on which it receives the
Royal Assent.

Principal Act

3—In this Act, the Guns Act 1991* is referred to as the
Principal Act.

Section 20 amended (Qualifications for licence)

4—Section 20 of the Principal Act is amended as follows: —

(a) by inserting in subsection (6) (a) ‘‘subject to subsection
(6Aa),” before ‘‘the person”’;

(b) by inserting after subsection (6) the following
subsection: —

(6A) A person referred to in subsection (6) (a) may
be a fit and proper person to hold a gun licence if
the Commissioner is satisfied that the nature of the
offence, the term of imprisonment and the length of
time since that term expired do .not justify a
disqualification to hold the licence.
