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2-(1) The lands deseribed in the schedule are hereby 
declared a sewerage area (in this Act called" the area"j for 
the Municipality of Glenorch~r 

(2) 'file Council after passing a special resolution for that 
purpose, may, by nOlice in the Gazette, at any time alter the 
boundaries of the area and may thereby extend, enlarge, or 
decrease the area as it may think fit, and thereupon the lands 
described in such notice shall become and be the area for the 
purposes of this Act. 

(3) The Council may exer·cise in relation to the area all 
poweri"' and authorities conferred upon it in respect of 
sewerage by any Act in relation to tlIe same or any other 
portion of its M UIl ici pall ty. 

3 The Council, on behalf of the Corporation, may borrow 
on the .3ecnrity of its revenues, in accordance with the provi­
sions of the Local Govelnment Act 1906, any sums of 
money not exceeding in the whole the sum of eighty thou­
sand pounds for the purposes of this Act. 

4 --(1) The COll ncil rnay make levy and collect for the 
purposes of this Act ::l separate local rate, not exceeding a 
rate of one shilling and sixpence in the pound on the annual 
value of all property within tile area. 

(2) Every such rate shall be payable in respect of all 
property within the area, and shall be made, and be recover­
able, and be payable by the like persons as any other rate 
made by the Council is made, recoverable, and payable 
respectively. 

(3) In default of payment of any such rate on demand, 
the same shall become and be a charge on the land in 
respect of which it is levied.
