Pream ble sets ou t the reason for the Bill which is to am algam ate  the Y oora lla  H ospita l School for 
Crippled Children and the Victorian Society for Crippled Children and Adults into a body known as the
Y oora lla  Society o f  V ictoria and  incorpora ted  under the Com panies A c t 1961.

C/m/fe 1. Short title— yoo/o //o  S'oc/cn' q/" K/c/onV? /ter 1977. Com m encem ent by Royal Assent. 

2. Interpretations.

Clause 3. T he  clause enables the G o v ern o r  in Council by O rder  to appo in t  a day on which the 
am algam ation o f  the two bodies will occur.

C lause  4 provides tha t  on the appo in ted  day—

1. Y oora lla  and  the Victorian Society shall be resolved.

2. the new Y ooralla Society shall becom e the successor in law to both dissolved bodies.

3. property o f both  dissolved bodies is transferred  to the new Society and  all o ther  matters
such as contracts, deeds, bonds etc. as spccihed in Clause 4 (2) (i j arc also transferred 
to the new Society.

Clause  5 makes saving provisions in relation to gifts, trusts and  wills.

Clause  6 exempts the new Society from  the provisions o f  s. 134 (6) o f  the Companies A ct 1961. 
That section requires the lodging o f returns o f  directors etc.

Clause 7 deems the Y oora lla  Society to be an institution within the m eaning  o f  the H ospitals and  
C/zanV/cj X c/ 1958.

Clause  8 m akes a consequential ad jus tm en t to the second schedule to the H ospitals and Charities 
/dcf 1958. That schedule lists the institutions incorporated under the Act and presently includes the 
Y oora lla  Hospital.
