WE, Your Majesty’s Most Dutiful and Loyal Sub-
jects, the Legislative Assembly of Western Aus-
tralia, in Parliament assembled, towards making
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good the supply which we have cheerfully granted
Your Majesty in this Session of Parliament, have
resolved to grant unto Your Majesty the Sums here-
inafter mentioned, and do therefore most humbly
beseech Your Majesty that it may be enacted: And
be it therefore enacted by the Queen’s Most Excellent
Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the
Legislative Council and Legislative Assembly of
Western Australia, in this present Parliament as-
