has been paid, the Treasurer, on the application of
the executor of the will, or the administrator of the
estate, of the deceased person whose estate was
charged with that duty, shall refund to the executor
or administrator, as the case may be, the amount
by which the duty so paid is in excess of the duty
which would have been payable if the amendment
effected to section seventy-four of the principal Act
by this Act had been so effected prior to the first
day of July, one thousand nine hundred and fifty-six.
