A BILL INTITULED ;
Ax Act to amend the Coroners Act, 1908,

BE IT ENACTED by the General Assembly of New
Zealand in Parliament assembled, and by the authority
5 of the same, as follows:—
1. This Act may be cited as the Coroners Amend-
ment Act, 1945, and shall be read together with and
deemed part of the Coroners Act, 1908.

2. Section five of the Coroners Amendment Act,

10 1908, is hereby amended by inserting, after subsection
two, the following subsection:—

‘“(2a) Where a previous inquest on a body has

. been begun but not completed, it shall not be necessary

~ for the Coroner holding a subsequent inquest to view
15 the body.”’
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
