1. Short Title and commencement

A BILL INTITULED

An Act to amend the Earthquake and War Damage Act
1944

BE IT ENACTED by the Parliament of New Zealand as follows:

5 1. Short Title and commencement-(1) This Act may be
cited as the Earthquake and War Damage Amendment Act
1991, and shall be read together with and deemed part of the
Earthquake and War Damage Act 1944 (hereinafter referred to
as the principal Act).

10 (2) This Act shall be deemed to have come into force on the
1st day ofJuly 1991.

63. Certain property owned by the Crown not deemed
to be insured against earthquake and war damage-
Section 14 of the principal Act is hereby amended by adding

15 the following subsection:
"(8) Nothing in this section shall apply in respect of property

owned by the Crown that is not a dwelling or is not designed or
intended for use as a dwelling."
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
