BE I'T ENACTED by the General Assembly of New Zealand
in Parliament assembled, and by the authority of the same, as
5 follows:

“148 (1) The Board may buy any meat produced in New 5
Zealand and may sell or otherwise dispose of any such meat
in any country other than New Zealand in order to promote
the sale of New Zcaland meat in that country or to maintain
the market for New Zealand meat in that country.

“(2) The Board, witii the prior consent of the Minister of 10

“(2a) The powers conferred on the Board by this section
shall be exercised by the Board for the purpose of establishing
markets for New Zealand meat in countries where, in the
opinion of the Board, no market or no substantial market for
New Zealand meat or for a particular class of that meat exists, 25
and of expanding or maintaining markets in those countries,
and no contract under this section for the sale of meat shall
be entered into by the Board otherwise than for a purpose
referred to in this subsection.

“(3) (Any money) [Subject to the provisions of section 30
seven of the Finance Act (No. 2) 1953, any moneyl required
by the Board in the exercise of any of its powers under this
section may be paid from the funds of the Board.

“(4) The Board may enter into such agreements or arrange-
ments as may be necessary to give full effect to the provisions 35

“(5) Nothing in paragraph (g) of section fifteen of this
Act shall apply to any money received by the Board in respect
of the sale of meat under this section”.
