TATHEREAS the lands described in the Schedules hereto were preamble.
¥ ¥ heretofore respectively reserved by the Superintendent of the

Province of Otago, on the recommendation of the Provincial Council
of the said Province, for the purposes set forth in the said Schedules :

5 And whereas no Crown grants of such lands have been made, and it is
expedient that the said Reserves should be cancelled : And whereas
it is expedient that the Superintendent of the said Province should be
empowered, on the recommendation of the Provincial Council of the
said Province, and to a limited extent, to reserve waste lands of the

10 Crown in the said Province as endowments for hospitals, benevolent
asylums, and other charitable institutions.

BE IT THEREFORE enacted by the General Assembly of New
Zealand in Parliament assembled, and by the authority of the same,
as follows :-

15 1. The Short Title of this Act shall be " The Otago Reserves Act, Short Title.
1873."

2. The reservation of the lands described in the Schedules hereto Recorve, in Bobodulo

20 3. The Superintendent of the Province of Otago may from time Power to super-
to time, on the recommendation of the Provincial Council of the said intendent, on

Province, set aside and reserve any waste lands of the Crown within Provincial council,

to make reserves asthe said Province as an endowment for schools, colleges, or other
endowment for

educational institutions generally, or specially for ally school, College, »chools, cilleges,
25 or educational institution, or for hospitals, inlirmaries, benevolent hoepital», *

asylums, or other charitable institutions generally, or specially for any
hospital, infirmary, benevolent asylum, or other charitable institution ;
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and such lands so reserved shall be subject to and be dealt with under
" The Public Reserves Act, 1854," and any Act amending the same.

If any lands so reserved are at the time of the reservation
thereof subject to any license or lease for pastoral or other purposes,
such lands shall be dealt with under the said Acts, subject to such 5
license or lease, and such license or lease shall not be affected thereby,
but the rents, license fees, or other moneys payable under or in respect
of such license or lease shall be paid and accounted for by the
Receiver of land Itevenue as shall from time to time be directed

by the Superintendent of the said Province, with the advice of his 10
Executive Council, if no Ordinance of the Provincial Council of
the said Province shall have passed directing how such money shall be
dealt with, and if such Ordinance shall have been passed, then such
moneys shall be paid over and accounted for by such Receiver in the
manner provided by such Ordinance. 15

4. Under the powers conferred by this Act, reserves to the extent
of five hundred thousand acres in the whole shall be authorized, and
no more, and all reserves hereafter made in the Province of Otago, by
virtue of the fifth section of " The University Endowment Act, 1868,"
for endowment, shall go in diminution of such five hundred thousand 20
acres.
