AN Act to constitute a Land and Deeds Registration District for rige.

BE IT ENACTED by the General Assembly of New Zealand in Par-
5 liament assembled, and by the authority of the same, as follows :—

1. The Short Title of this Aetis “The Poverty Bay Land and ghors Titte.
Deeds Registration Districts Act, 1896.”

9. In this Act, if not inconsistent with the context,— Interpretation.

“Register office” means and includes Land and Deeds Register

(3.) All such copies shall, when so deposited, have the force and
effect of the original registers, and. shall for all purposes of this Act
be deemed to be the original registers, and be admissible in evidence
for all purposes for which such original registers would be admissible.
