(d) Any part of any vehicle, carriage, vessel, or
aircraft as aforesaid ; or

(2) Offences against this section shall be triable either

summarily or on indictment.
(3) Where any person is charged before Justices with

an ind ctable offence under this section the Justices, if

they think it expedient so to do, having regard to the 10
nature of the offence and all the circumstances of the

case, and if the person charged with the offence, when
informed of his right to be tried by a jury, consents to be
dealt with summarily, may deal summarily with the
offence, and in any such case the provisions of subsection 16
two of section two hundred and thirty-eight of the
Justices of the Peace Act, 1927, shall apply as if the
offence with which the accused person is charged were
an offence mentioned in subsection one of that section.

(4) Every person who commits an offence against this 20
section shall be liable as follows:-

(a) On conviction on indictment, to a fne of two
hundred pounds or to imprisonment for two
years, or to both such fne and imprisonment :

(b) On summary conviction of an indictable offence 25
in accordance with the last preceding sub-
section, to a fine of one hundred pounds or
to imprisonment for one year, or to both such
fine and imprisonment:

(c) On summary conviction otherwise than in 30
accordance with the last preceding subsection,
to a fine of jijty pounds or to imprisonment
for three months, or to both such fine and
imprisonment.

(5) If on the trial of any person on a charge of theft 35
the jury or the Justices, as the case may be, are of opinion
that the accused is not guilty of theft but is guilty of
an offence against this section he may be found guilty
of such offence and shall be punishable as if he had been
convicted under paragraph (a) or under paragraph (c), as 40
the case may require, of the last preceding subsection.

(6) In addition to any penalty imposed for an offence
against this section the convicting Court may order
the person convicted of such offence to pay to the owner &
sum not exceeding the estimated value of the thing taken 45
or converted, by way of compensation for any damage
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to or in respect of the thing so taken or converted arising
out of the unlawful taking or conversion thereof, and
all moneys so ordered to be paid shall be recoverable
in the same manner as fines are recoverable.

6 (7) The making or enforcement of an order under the
Zast preceding subsection shall not affect the right of the
owner or of any other person to recover by civil action
any damages in excess of the amount specified in that
order.
