BE IT ENACTED by the General Assembly of New Zealand
5 in Parliament assembled, and by the authority of the same, as

follows:-

1. This Act may be cited as the Registration of Aliens Act,
Shor$ Title.

15 duplicate of the fact and of his new place of abode to a registration
officer exercising his functions in the locality in which the alien has
become resident.

(2.) Such notice shall be delivered personally 16 the registra-
tion officer, who shall require the alien to produce his certificate

20 of registration and shall note thereon the date of the notice and

the new place of abode.
(3.) The registration officer shall thereupon forward the notice

to the Superintendent of Police for the district, who shall deal with
the same as if it were an application for registration under this Act.

25 (4.) Every person who, being required by this section to give
notice of a change of abode, fails to do so in accordance with this
section shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding
twenty pounds.

(5.) For the purposes of this section a county shall be deemed

(,f.) Generally prescribing any matter or thing that may be
deemed necessary for carrying this Act into effect.

(2.) All regulations under this Act shall be laid before Parlia-
went within fourteen days after the publication of the same in the

50 Gazette if Parliament is then in session, and if not, then within
fourteen days after the commencement of the next ensuing session.
