Mr. CREIGHTON to move, as an fJU,endment on clause 6 of "The 
Sharebrokers Act, 1871 "-

That the words "when employed by any person not being a 
er to purchase and sell such shares," be struck out. 

To move the following new clause,, as follows :-
Whenever a share is sold or transferred it shall be the duty 

the purchaser of such share to see tna;t the share is . duly registered

,Mr. T. L. SHEPHERD to move, when the Sharebrokers Bill is in 
Committee, the following new clause :-· 

That no licensed Sharebroker shall sell shares his own property 
is principal while. acting as his agent. Any infringement of this 

fon to be subject to a fine of fifty pounds to be recovered before a, 
,ident Magistrate.
