Interpretation
In this schedule,—

participant means—

DHB; or
(B) has an access agreement with the
Wairarapa DHB; and

activities described in clauses 4 and 5
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Wairarapa DHB means the Wairarapa District Health Board
established by or under section 19(1) of the New Zealand Pub-
lic Health and Disability Act 2000.

2 Objective
The objective of the activities is to improve the practices and
competence of participants by assessing the health services
performed by them.

3 Information
The activities are based on information derived from the par-
ticipants.

4 Wairarapa DHB Clinical Audit

The Wairarapa DHB Clinical Audit quality assurance activity

involves—

(a)  conducting clinical audits to review the clinical prac-
tices of multi-disciplinary health practitioner teams, in-
cluding review of—

(1)  diagnostic procedures; and

(i) treatment decisions; and

(i) patient care processes; and

(iv) resource allocations and usage; and

(v)  outcomes of treatment and care for patients; and

(b)  comparing the results of clinical audits with relevant
internal and external benchmarking standards; and

(c)  identifying clinical practices that do not conform with
the benchmarking standards referred to in paragraph
(b); and

(d) introducing initiatives aimed at improving clinical prac-
tice to better ensure the benchmarking standards re-
ferred to in paragraph (b) are achieved; and

(e) monitoring the implementation of the initiatives re-
ferred to in paragraph (d).

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The protections afforded by this notice are subject to certain statutory
exceptions. For example, this notice does not prohibit the disclosure
of information that does not identify, either expressly or by implica-
tion, a particular individual.

Under section 54(4) of the Health Practitioners Competence Assur-
ance Act 2003, this notice remains in force for a period of 5 years
after the date on which it is issued, unless it is sooner revoked.

This notice revokes the Health Practitioners (Quality Assurance Ac-
tivity: Wairarapa District Health Board) Notice 2004, which has ex-
pired.
