The Court iutcnded, as indicated by the memor andum to the 
award above mentio11ecl , to fix the min imum rate of wages for 
drivers of twenty-two yea r s of age and upwards at the same r ate 
ns had been agr eed upon for such workers in the Canterbury di s­
pute by the r ecommendations of t he Conciliat ion Counci l dated the 
6th cl ay of Mar ch , 1918. The Court was, however, misi nformed as 
to the rate agr eed upon , and it has been necessary to amend the 
award iu the direction indicated in order to place t hese workers 
on the same footi ng as the grocer~ ' drivers of Christchurch.
