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(6466.) NORTHERN INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT PLUMBERS AND GAS­
FITTERS.-ORDER AMENDIN G AWARD. 

In the Cour t of Arb itration of New Zealan d, Northern Industr ial 
Di sfrict.-In the matter of the Industr ial Conciliation and 
,hbi tration ·Act, 1908, and its amendments; an d in the matter 
of the War Legislation and Statute Law Amendment Act, 19 1 :, · 
and in the matter of the Northern Industrial District Plumbers 
and Gasfitter s' award dated the 1st <lay of October, 1920 , and 
r ecorded in Book of Awards, Vol. xxi , p . 1716. 

UPON r ead ing the application of the union party to the sa id award 
filed herein on the 19tl1 clay of November, 1920, and upon hearing 
the duly appointed r epresentatives of the said union and of the 
employer s parties to the said award, this Court, having regar d ·to 
all the r elevant considerations and being of opinion that it is .i ust 
and eq u itable to amend the said award, and by virtue and in exer­
ci e of the power s conferred by the -said Acts and of ever_,· other 
power in that behalf enabling it , doth hereby order that the said 
award shall be amended in manner following, that is to say-

1. Subclause (b) of clause 2 of the said award is hereby deleted, 
and the follow ing is ~ubstitutecl therefor :-

" (b .) The minimum wage above prescribed shall be increased 
by a bonus of 2frl. per hour un less and until the Court shall other­
wise order." 

2. Clause 7 of the said award is hereby amended by adding the 
following subclause :-

" (1.) In addition to the min imum rates of wages prescribed in 
this claus2 ther e shall be paid a bonus of l s. per week unless an d 
unti l the Court shall otherwise order." 

3. This order ,shall be deemed to oper ate and take effect as from 
the 1st day of November, 1920 .
