and equitable to amend the said award , and by virtue and in exer­
cise of the powers conferred by the said Acts and of ever? other 
power in that behalf enabling it, cloth hereby order that the sa id 
award shall be amended in manner following, that is to say-

1. Subclause (d) of clause 2 of the said award is hereby deleted, 
and the following provision is substituted therefor :-

" (cl.) The minimum rates above prescribed shall be increased 
by a bonus of 3id. per hour unless and unti l the Court shall other­
wise order." 

2. This order shall be deemed to operate and take effect as from 
the 1st day of November, 1920.
