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any agreement being arrived at then such dispute shall be referred to 
the local Inspector of Awards, who may either decide the same or 
refer the matter to the Conciliation Commissioner for settlement. 
Either party, if dissatisfied with the decision of the Inspector, may 
appeal to the Conciliation Commissioner upon giving notice of such 
appeal to the other party within seven days after such decision shall 
have been communicated to the party desiring to appeal. 

T erm of Award. 

This award shall come into force on the 18th day of January, 1923, 
and remain in force until the 18th day of January, 1924.
