IN pursuance and exercise of the powers vested in it by the 
Economic Stabilization Emergency Reglllations · 1942, and of 
every other power in that behalf thereunto enabling it, thjs_ 
Court, for the purpose of giving effect to the pronouncement

1. That the said award (as amended by order of the Court 
dated the 28th day of August, 1947) shall be further amended 
by deleting clauses 2, 6, arid 8, and substituting therefor the -
