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(e) It shall be the duty of an employer, before employing a worker at such lower wage, 
to examine the permit or agreement by which such wage is fixed. 

TERM OF AGREEMENT 
This agreement, in so far as the provisions relating to the rates of wages to be paid are 

concerned, shall be deemed to have come into force on the 20th day of September 1971, 
and so far as all other provisions of the agreement are concerned, it shall come into force 
on receipt of consent of the Remuneration Authority; and this agreement shall continue 
in force until the 20th day of September 1972.
